Background

The General Assembly this morning overwhelmingly passed IHA supported legislation to authorize the
Hospital and Healthcare Transformation program (Senate Bill 1510), which passed the House 112-0 and
the Senate 57-0. The Department of Healthcare and Family Services (HFS) will administer the
Transformation program which is supported by an annual transformation funding pool of $150 million.
The Governor is expected to sign the bill and HFS is expected to issue information and guidance on
implementation in the near future, which is likely to be substantially similar to the HFS Transformation
Program Proposal.
