He
completed his clinical and research fellowship in pediatric critical care under the auspices of the
Pediatric Scientist Development Program at the University of Michigan sponsored by the
National Institutes of Health and the Hospital for Sick Children Foundation.

As a clinician, Dr. Shanley specializes in the treatment of children with hypoxemic respiratory
failure from acute lung injury and severe sepsis triggered by infection. The broad goal of his
research, spanning from basic science to translational and clinical work, was to improve
understanding of the molecular basis of inflammatory diseases that afflict critically ill young
patients.
