In addition to the keynote address, the event will include panel discussions on health
disparities, a health equity policy briefing, and an update on the Racial Equity in Healthcare
Progress Report. The Progress Report is a long-term accountability tool used to document the
progress lllinois hospitals are making toward achieving equitable healthcare across the state.

“Racism is a serious public health crisis and we must take action to ensure all individuals and
communities have access to high quality healthcare. We know lives are depending on it,”
Wilhelmi added.

Health Equity Action Day will also feature hospital stories focusing on the four pillars of the
Progress Report: Our People, Our Patients, Our Organization and Our Community.
